I would like to comment on the correspondence section of the
Februéry Newsletter regarding application for Canadian Forces Hygiene
Technicians to be certified as P.H.I.'s.

In the first place, I seriously hope the Sub-Committee of the

Board of Certification did not even consider such a ridiculous applica-
tion. We are now moving towards a degree program for the C.P.H.I.(C)
at Ryerson Polytechnical Institute. In order to preserve our pPresent
position in the field of Public Health we not only require a man with
technical know-how but also a man educated in the field of Arts and
Humanities. It has been the practice of the Institute to Procure special
privileges by allowing certain individuals to be admitted into their
second year of the present two year program at Ryerson. I totally
disagree with this practice as do a number of my fellow inspectors,

 Presently we have app{gximggglyﬁlpﬂﬁstudentswenroliedminwthe“program”at

~ Ryetson, many of these students are unable to obtain suitable employment
to fulfill the field¥training obligations for the Board's Certification.
If we allow these Hygiene Technicians to enter our field of endeavour
at a lesser qualification we are destroying one of our Institute's major
objectives, that of upgrading the Public Health Inspector, also that of
supplying employment for our graduating inspectors. T personally feel
these Hygiene Technicians should not be granted any special privileges,
if they desire to become certified P.H.I.'s they must fulfill the pPresent
qualifications obtained by attending an institution such as Ryerson.

I would like to know the Sub-Committee's decision regarding the
application in questiom.

TRICKY PROBIEM FOR PHIs

Salami "the sreat ancestor”

Tt is likely that salami is the great ancestor of all the sausages in the
world., Tt is properly made from lean pork seasoned with salt and spices
and them smoked and dried in its casing and hung until needed. It will
keep almost indefinitely in a dry place with a temperature below

50 degrees F (10 degress C) and is usually eaten without further cooking
or processing.

Various salami types are produced. Princinal sources are Italy and
Hungary. Hungarian salami is always garlic flavoured but there are also
Ttalian salami sausages flavoured with whole peppercorns, mustard seeds
anC carlic. Scandinavian salami (usually Danish) has no garlic flavour.
Belgian salami has garlic and is always in a synthetic plasticised casing.

V'ar-time memories will be stirred by the word cervelat. This mixture of
cured pork and beef, in sausage form, was officially introduced into our
ration diets in the years 1943-47, when it was bought in bulk and issued
by the then Ministry of Food. This sausage must never be put into
temneratures below 36 degress f. Never in a refrigerator if it is to
taste like cervelat after storage. The sausages of cervelat should be
hung in a well ventilated place at temperatures between 40 degrees F

and 50 degrees F (8-10 degress C). '

By comparison, all so-called liver sausages should always be kept under
36 cegrees F.  This means in the main body of a domestic type refrigerator
or close to the cooling coils in any open-topped refrigerated display
cabinet set to run at 10 degrees F.

Continentel liver sausages are usually made of pig's liver and are often

smokec (cured) for flavour. &nglish liver sausage contains cereals;
continental liver sausages do not. English liver sausage is rarely

smoked and is always lightly seasoned compared with Furopean varieties.

Some German liver sausages are sold under the name hausmacher. 1()
