Mr. Stan Cowan, resigned as Councillor on the Ontario Branch Committee
and "Mr. Ray Banack was appointed to complete iir. Cowan's term of office.

The past policy of the Branch Committee was to hold all correspondence
received to the Committee Meetings before any action or reply was made,
which has resulted in delays of up to two or three months., T feel, _
that this will have to change if the Branch is to be more effective and
timely in its action. This is one of the recommendations presented in

the report on Ingtitute Nbhjectives and I would urge a positive vote

at that time. '

The Branch Committee and particularly the Chairmen have spent consider-
able time on two reports, Philosophy, Ohjective and Duties of the Public
lHealth * Ispectors, and Licensing/Registration of Public Health Inspectors,
vhich will be presented later in the meeting. I urge your close atten-
tion when these reports are presented and hope there vill be some good
discussion.

I have been pleased with the interest shown from Area Meetings and indi-
vidual Public Wealth Idspéctors through their letters sent to the Branch
Committee. This informatiocn is extremely heneficial to the Committee in
providing direction for us to meet the interest of the Public Health
Inspectors in the field.

The Branch Committee is planninq a meeting in the MNamilton area during
the latter part of October and I am encouraging Public Health Thspectors
from that area of the Province to attend, to present their area of con-
cerns and enter in the discussion of the Branch Business session.

This year the Branch Committee held a '"'hull session” to resolve some
problems and to provide a chance for each Councillor to express his
.opinions on matters that the normal business session did not permit,
mainly because of time. This meeting indicated that the Branch Committee
was restricting itself too much, time wise, for meetings, mainly because
of the business items that had to be dealt with. As it is not financially
nossible to hold more frequeni meetings, the Rranch Committee will be
holding one and possibly two - two day meetings during the next year.

The lafge,t percentage of cost for holding our meetings is travel expen-
ses and to stay for a second day of a meeting does not increase our

costs that greatly.

The Ministry of llealth has requested the Branch Committee to establish.
an advisory committee to provide comment on guidelines, etc., that are
being established by the Ministry.
